The Department of Environmental Quality proposes to reissue an LPDES permit with the effluent limitations,
monitoring requirements, and special conditions Jisted in the attached DRAFT PERMIT. Please note that this
is a DRAFT PERMIT only and as such does not grant any authorization to discharge. Authorization to
discharge will be granted only after all requirements described herein are satlsﬁed and by the subsequent
issuance of a FINAL PERMIT. :

OTHER REQUIREMENTS

In addition to the standard conditions required in all permits and listed in Part III, the office has established the following
additional requirements in accordance with the Louisiana Water Quality Regulations. :

SECTION A. GENERAL STATEMENTS

1. LDEQ reserves the right to impose more stringent discharge limitatiorns and/or additional restrictiors in the future.
Additional limitatiors and /or restrictions are based upon water quality studies and can indicate the need for advanced
wastewatertreatment. Water quality studies of simi;iar dischargers and receiving water bodies have resulted in menthly
average effluent limitatiors of 5 mg/L CBODs and 2 mg/L NH;-N. Prior to upgrading or expanding this facility, the
permittee should contact LDEQ to determine the status of the work being done to establish future effluent limitatiors
and additional permit conditions. In‘accordance with LAC 33:IX.2903., this permit may be modified, or alternatively,
revoked and reissued, to comply with any applicable effluent standard or limitations issued or approved under sections
301(b)(2)(Cc) and (CD); 304 (b)(2); and 307(a)(2) of the Clean Water Act, if the effluent standard or limitations so
issued or approved: : ' '

a. Contains different conditions or is otherwise more stringent than any effluent limitation in the permit; or

2. This permit does not in any way authorize the permittee to discharge a pollutant not listed or quantified in the
application or limited or monitored for in the permit

3. Authonzationto discharge pursuant to the conditions of this permit does not relieve the permittee of ary liability for
damages to state waters or pivate property. For discharges to private land, this permut does not relieve the permittee
from obtaining proper approval from the landowner for appropriate easements and ri ghts of way.

4. For definitions of monitoring and sampling terminology see Part III, Section F.
5. Inthe event that an unauthorized discharge into the Mississippi River or any other water of the state used for potable

water supply within the State of Louisiana; from a permitted or unpermitted, licensed or unlincensed treatment works,
operating facility, wharf, onshore riverside site, transport vehicle, or vessel; could reasonably be expected to interfere

with or significantly impact dowristream potable or industrial water usage, the discharger shall notify the Department

mmmediately, but in no case fater than one (1) hour afier learning of the discharge, by telephone or other rapid
communication means, in accordance with the notification procedures in Part I, Section D of this permit. Inthe event

that notification for an unauthorized discharge is made into the Mississippi River, the discharger shall also notify the

Lower Mississippr River Waterworks Warning Network immediately by telephone or other rapid communication

24-hour Oral Reporting; Daily Maximum Limitation Violations

Under the provisions of Part III Section D.6.e.(3) of this permit, violations of daily maximum limitatiors for the
following pollutants shall be reported orally to the Office of Environmental Compliance within 24 hours from the time
the permittee became aware of the violation followed by a written report in five days.

Pollutants: None

As an exception to Part IlI Section D.6.e.(1), the permittee shall report all overflows in the collection system with
the Discharge Monitoring Report submittal. These reports shall be summarized and reported in tabular format.
The summaries shall include: the date, time, duration, location, estimated volume, and cause of the overflow;
observed environmental impacts from the overflow; actions taken to address the overflow; and the ultimate
discharge location if not contained (e.g., storm sewer system, ditch, tributary). All other overflows and overflows
which endanger human health or the environment must be reported in the manner descnbed in Part III, Section D.6
of the penmt

In accordance with La.R.8.40:1149, it shall be unlawful for any person, firm, or corporation, both municipal and
private, operating a water supply system or sewerage system to operate same unless the competency of the operator -
is duly certified to by the State Health Officer. Furthermore, it shall be unlawful for any person to perform the
duties of an operator without being duly certified. Therefore, the State of Louisiana Military Department should
take whatever action is necessary to comply with La.R.S. 40:114%, °

The permittee shall achlcve compliance with the effluent limitatiors and momlormg requirements specified for
d:scharges in accordance with the fol]owmg schedule:

EFFECTIVE DATE OF THE PERMIT

Future water quality sutdies may indicate potential toxicity from the presence of residual chlorine in the treatment
facility’s effluent. Therefore, the permitteeis hereby advised that a future Total Residual Chlorine Limit may be
required if chlorine is used as a method of disinfection In many cases, this becomes a NO MEASURARLE Total
Residual Chlorine Limit. If such a limit were imposed, the permittee would be required to provide for
dechlorination of the effluent prior to a discharge.

The acceptance of hauled domestic septage is prohibited unless otherwise authorized by this Department. Septage
is defined in LAC 33:IX.2313 as the liquid and solid material pumped from a septic tank, cesspool, portable toilet,
Type I marine sanitation device, any similar domestic sewage treatment system, or a holding tank when the
system is cleaned or maintained that receives only domestic sewage.
