BACKGROUND

Plaquemine Point Shipyard is a barge cleaning and repairing facility owned by Plaguemine
Towing Corporation. The site had previously operated under Permit No. 112 issued March 27,
1979; and Permit No. 1280-00014-00 issued May 11, 1987 and modified November 1, 1991.
The Plaquemine Point Shipyard currently operates under Permit No. 1280-00014-02, issued
December 20, 2006.

ORIGIN

A permit application and Emission Inventory Questionnaire (EIQ) dated November 13, 2008
were received requesting a permit.

DESCRIPTION

Plaquemine Point Shipyard’s barge cleaning procedures depend on the type of material
contained in the barge, condition of the barge, client specifications, and safety requirements.
The facility cleans barges that contain four types of material: petroleum products, liquid
inorganic chemicals, liquid organic chemicals, and dry cargo.

For liquid products, the barge is stripped of the recoverable product by using pneumatic
diaphragm pumps. The barge is then blown dry with air blowers. For barges containing certain
liquid organic chemicals, the only the cleaning procedure done. For barges with other cargos, a
rinse with handheld high pressure hoses is sufficient if safe entry for personnel can be
determined. If it is not safe to enter, or if client specifications require it, an automated cleaning
device (Butterworth) with high pressure hot or cold wash water is used to wash the inside of the
barge. The facility also sandblasts, repairs, and paints barges. These operations take place at
the dry dock.

In this modification, Plaquemine Point Shipyard proposes the following:

o Revise the permit language in Specific Requirement No. 7 for Emissions Point 3-87,
Painting Operations (AREQ02)

s Revise the permit language in Specific Requirement No. 12 for Emission Point 1-79,
Barge In-Process (EQT0001)

s Revise the associated emission limits for Emission Points 3-87, Painting Operations

(ARE002) and Barge in Process (EQT001)

(EIQ 3-87/ARE002) and Barge In-Process (EIQ 1-79/EQT001)
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provided that its use does not cause total VOC emissions attributed to GRP0005 to exceed total
TAPs of 24.5 TPY and total VOCs of 24.5 TPY in any 12 consecutive month period. Emissions
of any TAP not listed in GRP0005 shall be limited to 9.5 TPY or the Minimum Emission Rate
(MER) for that TAP listed in Table 51.1 and 51.2 of LAC 33:1I1.5112 whichever is less. The
substitution of TAPs shall not cause the facility wide emissions of total VOC or TAP emissions
to exceed the permitted values for the facility. Noncompliance with this limitation is a
reportable violation of the permit. Notify the Office of Environmental Compliance,
Enforcement Division if VOC and TAP emissions exceed the maximum listed in this specific
condition for any twelve consecutive month period.
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
