Terrebonne Parish Consolidated Government requested to:

. Renew its Part 70 and Acid Rain Permits;

. Remove eight (8) emergency generator engines (EQT | - EQT 8) from the facility;

. Remove the sulfuric acid tank (EQT 16) and replace it with sulfuric acid tote tanks (EQT 18); and

. Calculate emissions using updated emission factors. This includes the speciation of Toxic Air
Pollutants.

LDEQ will send
notification of the final permit decision to the applicant and to each person who has submitted writicn
comments or a written request for notification of the final decision.

It will be considered a violation of the permit if all proposed control measures and/or equipment are not installed
and properly operated and maintained as specified in the application.

Operation of this facility is hereby authorized under the terms and conditions of this permit. This authorization
shall expire at midnight on the ___ of , 2014, unless a timely and complete renewal application has
been submitted six months prior to expiration. Terms and conditions of this permit shall remain in effect until such
time as the permitting authority takes final action on the application for permit renewal. The permit number and
agency interest number cited above should be referenced in future correspondence regarding this facility.

Please be advised that pursuant to provisions of the Environmental Quality Act and the Administrative
Procedure Act, the Department may initiate review of a permit during its term. However, before it takes any
action to modify, suspend or revoke a permit, the Department shall, in accordance with applicable statutes and
regulations, notify the permittee by matl of the facts or operational conduct that warrant the intended action and
provide the permittee with the opportunity to demonstrate compliance with all lawful requirements for the
retention of the effective permit,

Background

Houma Municipal Power, an existing power generation facility, began operation in 1969.
The Houma Municipal Power currently operates under Permit No. 2880-00022-V0, issued
May 4, 2004; and Permit No. 2880-00022-1V 1, issued January 18, 2005.

This is the Part 70 operating permit renewal and minor modification for the facility.

Origin

A permit application and Emission Inventory Questionnaire were submitted by Terrebonne
Parish Consolidated Government on October 24, 2008, requesting a Part 70 operating permit

renewal and minor modification. Additional information dated June 15, 2009 was also
received.

" Description

Houma Municipal Power operates as a prime power plant, which supplics electrical power to
the city of Houma, Louisiana. Electncity is generated through units, which are driven by
steam produced by three natural gas-fired botlers (EQT 9 — EQT 11). Other sources of
emissions at the facility are cooling towers, a bulk diesel tank, and sulfuric acid tote tanks.

With this modification, Houma Municipal Power proposes to:
e Renew its Part 70 and Acid Rain Permits;
e Remove eight (8) cmergency generator engines (EQT 1 ~ EQT 8) from the facihty;
¢ Remove the sulfunic acid tank (EQT 16) and replace it with sulfunc acid tote tanks
(EQT 18); and
e Calculate emissions using updated emission factors. This includes the speciation of
Toxic Air Pollutants.

Type of Review

This permit was reviewed for compliance with 40 CFR 70, the Louisiana Air Quality
Regulations, and New Source Performance Standards (NSPS). Prevention of Significant
Deterioration (PSD) and National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP)
do not apply.

This facility is a minor source of toxic air pollutants (TAPs) pursuant to LAC 33:111.Chapter 51.

On July 11, 2008, the United States Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit (the
Court) vacated and remanded EPA’s CAIR rule (State of North Carolina V. EPA (No. 05-
1244)); however, the Court has not yet issued a mandate to make its decision effective. In the
event the decision becomes effective, no source covered by this permit shall be subject to the
requirements of LAC 33:111.506 and 40 CFR 97. If the court decision becomes effective, the
CAIR permit will be terminated and any specific conditions in the Title V permit implementing
CAIR will be null and void and removed in the next permit modification.

Credible Evidence

Notwithstanding any other provisions of any applicable rule or regulation or requirement of
this permit that state specific methods that may be used to assess compliance with applicable
requirements, pursuant to 40 CFR Part 70 and EPA’s Credible Evidence Rule, 62 Fed. Reg.
8314 (Feb. 24, 1997), any credible evidence or information relevant to whether a source
would have been in compliance with applicable requirements if the appropriate performance
or compliance test or procedure had been performed shall be considered for purposes of Title
V compliance certifications. Furthermore, for purposes of establishing whether or not a
person has violated or is in violation of any emissions limitation or standard or permit
condition, nothing in this permit shall preclude the use, including the exclusive use, by any
person of any such credible evidence or information.
