Activities Performed by LDEQ personnel on Saturday, September 22, 2012:

1. Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community; two monitoring runs were completed.  Parameters monitored were H2S, VOCs, LEL and O2.  No concerns were noted.  Monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae.  
1. Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne.   Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  No areas of concern were noted.  Monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae. 
1. The LDEQ Mobile Air Monitoring Lab (MAML) is onsite continuously analyzing ambient air for the presence of methane, non-methane hydrocarbons, hydrogen sulfide and volatiles.  No concerns have been noted.
1. 24/7 air monitoring was conducted at the Texas Brine site with the assistance of EPA contractors.  Duties included review of facility’s real-time monitoring data with the facility/contractor personnel, review of alarm readings and also calibration and maintenance records for the facility’s air monitoring instruments, and hand-held air monitoring at 9 monitoring points.  Parameters monitored included CO, H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All readings were below the low action levels and within normal O2 levels.   All hand-held air monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae air monitoring instrument.  
3. The air monitoring crew was instructed by Texas Brine at 1400 that access to monitoring stations 5 and 6 was restricted for safety reasons while the drilling operations were drilling into the salt dome cavern.  Air monitoring readings were suspended at stations 5 and 6 after 1400 until further notice.  
3. One round was halted due to safety issues created by drilling crew reaching the cavern and beginning to flare off pressure. 
3. The air monitoring crew was instructed by Texas Brine at 2005 hrs that the cavern had been reached.
3. At 2238 hrs monitoring run was halted due to burn off with flare near monitoring locations #5 and 6.   
1. Assisted DNR with the collection of gas and liquid samples from the Texas Brine well site after the cavern was reached.
1. The LDEQ Command Center was manned between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.
1. Staff participated in the Incident Action Plan meeting.


Scheduled Activities for Sunday, September 23, 2012

1. Conduct air monitoring in the Bayou Corne community.  
1. Conduct air monitoring in the areas of bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne. 
1. Utilize the MAML for continuous air monitoring in Bayou Corne.
