Field activities performed by LDEQ personnel on Tuesday, October 9, 2012:
 
1. Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community.  Two monitoring runs were completed.  Parameters monitored were H2S, VOCs, LEL and O2.  Monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae.  Elevated VOC readings (>5 ppm) were observed at several sites during the afternoon run.  Two Summa canisters were collected as a result of the elevated VOC readings: one at 153 Sportsman Dr (VOC 8.3 ppm) and one at Wellhead Rd site (VOC 8.9 ppm).  Texas Brine continues recovery operations (vegetation removal/skimming/vac truck) at the slurry site.  Elevated readings were attributed to these operations.  
1. Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne.   Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  Monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae.  Elevated VOC readings were noted at several of the sites.   Elevated readings were attributed to the recovery operations at the slurry site.  As a result of the elevated reading at Bubble site#2 (5.5ppm), a summa canister sample was collected.  
1. The LDEQ Mobile Air Monitoring Lab (MAML) was onsite analyzing ambient air for the presence of methane, non-methane hydrocarbons and hydrogen sulfide. No concerns have been reported.
1. The LDEQ Command Center was manned between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.
1. Staff participated in the Incident Action Plan meeting.
