Field activities performed by LDEQ personnel on Wednesday, October 31, 2012:
 
•	Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community.  Two monitoring runs were completed.  Parameters monitored were H2S, VOCs, LEL and O2.  All readings were <0.3 with normal O2.  Monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae.
•	 Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne.   Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All readings were <0.5 with normal O2.  Bubbling site #10 is inactive. 
•	 Water quality parameters were collected in Bayou Corne in the area of the bubbles.  During the water quality run the hydro lab battery died after the 3rd bubble site, therefore, only 3 bubble sites were done on the water quality run.
1. No water quality samples were collected from Bayou Lafourche. 
•	The LDEQ Mobile Air Monitoring Lab (MAML) was onsite analyzing ambient air for the presence of methane, non-methane hydrocarbons and hydrogen sulfide. No concerns have been reported.  
1. The LDEQ Command Center was manned between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.
1. Staff attended State Agencies and Incident Action Plan meeting.
