Activities performed by LDEQ personnel on Wednesday, December 19, 2012:

1. Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community.  Two monitoring runs were completed.  Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All H2S and LEL readings were 0 with normal O2 readings.  VOC readings were <0.8 ppm.  Monitoring was conducted using an AreaRae.  
1. Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne.  Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]All readings were 0 with normal O2. Monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae.
1. Water Quality data (pH, temperature, dissolved oxygen, conductivity, and salinity) was collected in the areas of the bubbling in Bayou Corne.  Salinity and conductivity readings were slightly elevated over the previous week’s data but were still considered normal with no concerns noted.  Monitoring was conducted using a Hydrolab.
1. Water Quality data (pH, temperature, dissolved oxygen, conductivity, and salinity) was collected in Bayou Lafourche.  All readings were normal with no concerns noted.  Monitoring was conducted using a Hydrolab.
1. Staff attended the Incident Action Plan meeting

NOTE: LDNR staff accompanied LDEQ staff on the monitoring runs.


Scheduled activities for Thursday, December 20, 2012:

1. Conduct air monitoring in the Bayou Corne community.
1. Conduct air monitoring in the areas of bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne.

1. Respond to citizens inquiries as needed.
