Activities Performed by LDEQ personnel on Thursday, August 9, 2012:

1. Air monitoring (H2S, VOC, LEL and O2) was conducted in residential areas in the Bayou Corne area.  H2S and LEL readings were all zero with normal O2 readings.  There were low VOC levels (<0.5 ppm) detected at locations during the first run in the morning. During the 2nd run of the day, all VOC readings had returned to 0; no concerns noted.  Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae.   
1. One air summa canister was collected in the residential area and will be delivered to the MAML for analysis.
1. Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling in Bayou Corne.  Parameters monitored included H2S, VOC, LEL, and O2.  Oxygen was normal and other readings were zero; no concerns noted.  Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae.
1. An air sample was collected at the well site as part of the gas collection activities at the gas seep, well site, and potential sources.  Bad weather prevented additional sampling.  
1. Four water samples and one soil sample were collected in the slurry area to be analyzed for NORM.
1. Staff conducted radiation monitoring at the slurry site and in Bayou Corne at the bubbling sites.  Readings from both areas were non detect (at background readings).
1. Water samples collected on August 8, 2012 were scanned for radioactivity. 
1. The MAML was deployed to the area to conduct additional air monitoring/sampling in the residential areas.  
1. The Incident Command Center was manned between activities.
1. Citizen’s inquiries were addressed as needed.
1. Preparation for the sampling of industrial and rig supply ground water wells began at headquarters.

Scheduled Activities for Friday, August 10, 2012

1. Conduct air monitoring in the areas (boat run) of bubbling in Bayou Corne.  
1. Conduct air monitoring in residential areas and collect ambient air sample(s) using summa canisters.  
1. Man the Incident Command Center during the day from approximately 8 a.m. to 3 p.m.
1. Continue the collection of air samples including gas collection activities at potential sources in the vicinity.
1. Collect industrial and rig supply ground water well samples (15 sites).
1. Deploy the MAML for additional air monitoring/sampling in the residential areas of Bayou Corne.
1. Respond to citizens’ inquiries as needed.
