Activities Performed by LDEQ personnel on Friday, August 17, 2012:

1. Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community.   Due to the recent developments at the slurry site, additional monitoring was conducted.  Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  All readings were all zero with normal O2 readings.  No odors were observed at any of the sites in the monitoring runs.  Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae. 
1. Air monitoring was conducted at St. Elizabeth School in Paincourtville.  The playground, baseball field and areas around the school were monitored for H2S, VOCs, LEL and O2 using the MultiRae.  All readings were zero with normal O2 readings.  Staff met with the principal of the school to discuss and provide information concerning the incident and related activities and to answer questions.
1. Two air summa canisters were collected in the Bayou Corne community and they were delivered to the Mobile Air Monitoring Lab (MAML) for analysis.
1. Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling in Bayou Corne.  Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2. All readings were all zero with normal O2 readings.   Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae.
1. The MAML performed air monitoring/sampling in the Bayou Corne.  No levels of concern have been detected/reported by these efforts.
1. Staff participated in the State Agencies meeting and in the Incident Action Plan Meeting. 
1. Staff provided oversight of Texas Brine’s efforts to resume diesel remediation at the slurry site.
1. Staff began preparations for air monitoring/oversight of air monitoring data collected by Texas Brine during the drilling operations.  LDEQ personnel will be present on a 24 hour basis once drilling has begun.  LDEQ personnel are not needed during the initial drilling operations (driving of surface casing) which began today and will continue into Saturday.
1. The LDEQ Command Center was manned between activities.
1. Citizen’s inquiries were addressed as needed.

1. Air summa canisters (2) were collected in the Bayou Corne community and they were analyzed by the Mobile Air Monitoring Lab (MAML).  No levels of concern have been detected.
1. The MAML performed air monitoring/sampling in the Bayou Corne.  No levels of concern have been detected/reported by these efforts.
1. Staff participated in the Incident Action Plan Meeting. 
1. Staff, in conjunction with Assumption OEP and other state agencies, continue to monitor Texas Brine’s efforts to ensure that the slurry site is safe to resume diesel remediation efforts.
1. Staff conducted remote viewing of the slurry site at the Texas Brine facility in order to determine whether additional sloughing is occurring due to drilling operations (i.e., pile driving of surface casing).
1. Staff continue to provide oversight of Texas Brine’s air monitoring efforts during initial drilling operations.  LDEQ will commence 24/7 air monitoring upon completion of initial drilling operations (i.e., pile driving of surface casing and installation of blow out preventer).
1. The LDEQ Command Center was manned between activities.

Activities Performed by LDEQ personnel on Sunday, August 19, 2012:

1. Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community.   Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  Elevated VOC readings (1.1 ppm) were measured at Hwy 70 and Well Head Road during the 1st monitoring run.  At the other points, all readings were all zero with normal O2 readings.  During the 2nd monitoring run, readings at all points were zero with normal O2 reading.  Monitoring was conducted using the MultiRae. 
1. Air summa canisters (2) were collected in the Bayou Corne community and they were analyzed by the Mobile Air Monitoring Lab (MAML).  No levels of concern have been detected.
1. The MAML performed air monitoring/sampling in Bayou Corne.  No levels of concern have been detected/reported by these efforts.
1. Staff participated in the Incident Action Plan Meeting. 
1. Staff, in conjunction with Assumption OEP and other state agencies, continue to monitor Texas Brine’s efforts to ensure that the slurry site is safe to resume diesel remediation efforts.
1. Staff conducted visual monitoring of the conditions of the booms and general conditions of the slurry area from the well pad.
1. Staff provided oversight of Texas Brine’s air monitoring efforts during initial drilling operations (i.e., pile driving of surface casing and installation of blow out preventer). 
1.  Initial drilling operations were completed and the 24/7 air monitoring/oversight was initiated at the drilling site.  Duties include review of facility’s real-time monitoring data with the facility/contractor personnel, review of alarm readings and also calibration and maintenance records for facility’s air monitoring instruments, and hand-held monitoring at 8 monitoring points.
