The Strategic Petroleum Reserve (SPR) consists of four Gulf Coast underground salt dome storage sites and two office/warehouse complexes.  Two of the storage sites and one office/warehouse complex are in Louisiana. Two storage sites are located in Texas and a second warehouse is located in Mississippi. The SPR's mission is to reduce the adverse economic impact of a major petroleum supply interruption to the United States and the International Energy Agency allies.  The capacity of the reserve is 700 million barrels.
