The Michoud Assembly Facility is an 832 acre site located in eastern New Orleans, owned by NASA and operated by Lockheed Martin Space Systems, Michoud Operations.  The primary facility product is the External Tank (ET) for NASA’s Space Shuttle.  The ET, which is approximately 154 feet long and 28 feet in diameter, is manufactured in a building that covers 43 acres under one roof.  Processes include welding, metal finishing, cleaning, priming, end thermal protection system application.  Finished tanks are shipped by ocean-going barge from New Orleans to the Kennedy Space Center in Florida for preparation before launch.
 Pollution Prevention Highlights

· *1995-2005 - Reduced greenhouse gas emissions by 62% from 1987-1990 avg. baseline

· 1995-2005 – Reduced TRI emissions below reporting threshold
· 1995-2005 – Reduced hazardous waste by 61%

· Ongoing – Averaging 30% recycling of total industrial process wastewater

· *2000 - Implemented materials recovery facility to divert cardboard, wood, office paper, newspaper, and aluminum cans from trash to recycling.  More than 2.2 million pounds of recyclable material diverted from landfill disposal since implementation.  
· *1998 – Eliminated 95 percent of CFC 113 use.
· *1996 – Replaced dichloromethane resulting in a 95 percent reduction.
· *1992-1996 – Modified processes to eliminate usage of trichloroethylene (TCE) in all but one, thus reducing TCE air emissions by 92 percent.
· 1996 – Replaced CFC 11 with HCFC 14lb as a foam blowing agent to reduce the use of ozone depleting chemicals.
