Progress report on visits to Potential Sources of Contamination
It was noted that North Vermilion, Magnolia and Southeast Water Systems are complete and turned in.  In addition, Maurice, Waterworks District #1 – Nunez and Grand Prairie are now complete.  J&L Mobile Home Park is now on Waterworks District #1 – Esther so no visits are needed.  Victoria L. and Brandi H. completed some visits for Abbeville, and they would like to work on visits with the 4H club in September.  In the meantime, DEQ will contact the water operator (Roger) to determine if he or someone on his staff will help out with the visits.  Abbeville has 50 potential sources to visit.  DEQ will also contact Gaulman Gaspard in Kaplan to determine the status of their visits.  DEQ will assist Kaplan if they cannot get theirs done.  Bill Chaumont of Louisiana Rural Water Association has Delcambre, Erath, and Gueydan.  DEQ will contact Bill and determine the status on these.  DEQ will also visit Pecan Island. 
Status of Ordinances

The ordinance is on the agenda for consideration at the next council meeting in Erath.  It is in draft and is under consideration in Maurice.  In Kaplan, Linda Hardee will meet with the mayor to discuss the ordinance.  Michael Bertrand will also send a letter to the mayor of Kaplan encouraging him to adopt the ordinance.  Abbeville, Guyedan, Delcambre, and the Vermilion Parish Police Jury have already adopted the ordinance.
Other Business
The Used Oil Recyclers list has been assembled and was sent to the state printing office.  1000 copies are being printed and should be available at the next meeting.  Mr. Soulier will deliver them for distribution at the household chemical hazardous waste day held in September at the Solid Waste Facility.  Committee members may also like copies to distribute to some local businesses for posting and submit to the newspapers for printing.
Presentation on Ground Water Management In Louisiana

A presentation on Ground Water Management in Louisiana was given by Bruce Darling from LBG-Guyton Associates and Brent Sonnier of Onebane Law Firm.  Bruce worked on producing a report for the Louisiana Ground Water Management Commission to develop a statewide management plan.  The report is very comprehensive and divides the state into three major aquifer systems for management approaches.  It is divided into three volumes and the important long term management issues for the Chicot aquifer are found in Volume 2.  He provided a CD copy of the report.
