· A brief overview from the previous meeting was given due to several more participants were in attendance.  

· The SWAP – Source Water Assessment Program – is a report stating that 15 % of the states water systems are ranked by SWAP as having high potential susceptibility to contamination.
· Easy to contaminate but difficult and expensive to clean up

· Did you know that there are very few existing state regulations protecting drinking water wells form potential sources of contamination for ground and surface

· The Sanitary code, Ch 12, was discussed and reviewed

· They have found that gasoline leaks are the largest contamination incidents

· Introduction of a model Ground Water Protection Ordinance

· A hand out was given with all of the pertinent information giving four good reasons to adopt a Drinking Water Protection Ordinance

· Who all have ordinances adopted

· Contamination Incidents

· The Source Water Collaborative – is national support for drinking water protection

· Discussed the U.S. EPA’s initiative for Smart Growth for governments
