The Committee discussed ideas of what they would like to accomplish and then elected Charles Huggins as chairman.  
· 02/24/2005- The second committee meeting was held at the Natchitoches Art Center in Natchitoches, LA. Chris Piehler of LDEQ gave a presentation on mercury.
