SPILL PREVENTION AND CONTROL (SPC) PLAN

FOR

FACILITIES THAT HAVE ABOVEGROUND STORAGE CAPACITY
LOUISIANA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY
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The Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality requires spill prevention and control plans for any facility or person with aboveground storage capacity meeting the following applicability criteria.
1. The minimum aggregate aboveground storage capacity in 1.a. below applies to containers holding oil of any kind or form, including but not limited to: fats, oils, or greases from animal, fish, or marine mammal origin; vegetable oils, including oils from seeds, nuts, fruits, or kernels; and other oils and greases including petroleum, fuel oil, sludge, synthetic oils, mineral oils, oil refuse, and oil mixed with waste other than dredged spoil.

a. 1,320 U.S. gallons for an individual container or in aggregate for two or more containers.  To determine the aggregate aboveground storage capacity for two or more containers only containers with a capacity of 55 U.S. gallons or greater are counted.

2. The minimum aboveground storage capacities in 2.a. and 2.b. below apply to containers holding substances listed in LAC 33:I.3931*, excluding oil as defined above.
a. 1,320 U.S. gallons in aggregate for two or more containers in a common storage area.
b. 660 U.S. gallons for an individual container.

Please submit a copy of your spill prevention and control plan to your local fire station and parish office of emergency preparedness.  Store one copy of your plan in your main office and one copy in a plastic covering at the location of the aboveground storage container.  Amend your plan upon any modification at your facility.  Review your plan every five years and amend it within 90 days if more effective prevention and control technology has become available.
Note:  According to DEQ regulations all tank car and tank truck loading/unloading area drainage shall flow into a catchment basin, treatment system or other containment system designed to hold at least the maximum capacity of any single compartment of a tank car or truck loaded or unloaded at the facility.

· Your name and the name of your company

· The mailing address of your company

· The telephone number(s) where you can be reached

· The parish where the incident occurred
· The name of the responsible party

· The Hazardous Material Hotline Incident Number

· The physical address/location of the incident

· The date that the release occurred

· The times when the release began and ended

· The product released and an estimated amount
· Description of how the product was released, along with any information on 
remedial actions

· Directions on how to reach the incident location
